Description of project components to be procured through Request for Bids and Consultants Quality and Cost-based Selection:

· National Single Window (NSW) software development and deployment;
· NSW hardware infrastructure and technical equipment provision, including the planned IT systems of border agencies under the Ministry of Agriculture;
· Program management support to Serbian Customs Administration for (i) constitution of a management structure (for implementation oversight); (ii) oversight of implementation of the technical platform; (iii) business, functional and security aspects of systems implementation including procedural reforms;
· Provision and installation of equipment needed for Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) implementation;
· Development and installation of EDI related hardware/software systems;
· Analysis to determine the current Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) infrastructure and regulatory status, define the final architecture, establish standard protocols for adoption and draw an action plan prioritizing the most cost effective modules for the study area;
· Implementation plan by selected module with, when needed, detailed design and technical specifications;
· Provision, Installation and Commissioning of set of solutions (Weather Information System Traffic Counting System, Weight in Motion, Terrestrial Trunked Radio, Infrastructure Stability Monitoring devices, WiFi service, etc);
· Supervision consultancy firm for the Provision, Installation and Commissioning of ITS Equipment;
· Design of the infrastructure and equipment upgrade according to country and international standards;
· Provision, Installation and Commissioning of Railway Equipment (Traffic signaling, Level crossings, Interlocking devices and power supply);
· Physical works for the railway traffic signaling, level crossings, interlocking devices and power supply;
· Feasibility study including the best practice in implementing a Reliability, Availability, Maintainability, and Safety system (RAMS) harmonized with the existing systems.
